PEAK AND OFF-PEAK HOURS: 
Peak Hours from May 1 through October 31 shall be a period of eight consecutive hours between the 
hours of 1 :00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m., Monday through Friday. All other hours shall be considered Off-Peak 
Hours. 
Peak Hours from November 1 through April 30 shall be a period of four consecutive hours between the 
hours of 7:30 a.m. and 11 :30 a.m. and four consecutive hours between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 8:30 
p.m., Monday through Friday. All other hours shall be considered Off-Peak Hours. 

ADDITIONAL SERVICE CONDITIONS: 
I) Bed and Breakfast establishments with a total of five bedrooms or less at the premises shall be 
considered predominantly residential use and shall therefore be eligible for service under this rate 
schedule. Bed and Breakfast establishments with a total of six bedrooms or more that also demonstrate 
that they pay annual Vermont Rooms and Meals Tax ofless than $3,000 shall be considered 
predominantly residential use and shall therefore be eligible for service under this rate schedule.
